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After 34 years of experience in tax administration at the IRS
and 20 years as a tax volunteer, Marshall Hunt joined the
staff of Volunteer Accounting Service Team of Michigan
(VAST-MI) in April, 2001, as Director, Tax Assistance
Program. Marshall directs a program that serves almost
7,000 low income clients, utilizing the skills of over 700 
volunteers.

Marshall’s last position at the IRS was Territory Manager in
the Large & Mid-Size Business Division. In 1995, Marshall
received Vice-President Gore’s National Performance Review
Hammer Award for his work with the Michigan Family
Independence Agency in establishing a wage reporting 
system that provides thousands of home help workers with
social security coverage and income reporting. 

A Certified Public Accountant since 1972, Marshall has 
been active in the Michigan Association of Certified Public
Accountants (MACPA).

This year, the Board of Directors has again selected
Outstanding Faculty Advisors based on a nomination 
form completed by the individual Faculty Advisors. The
nomination assigns points for (1) years of service, (2)
various chapter activities, and (3) chapter awards. Other
supporting documentation can be included as well.

Together, the years of service, activities, awards, and other
relevant documentation demonstrate the Faculty Advisor’s
concern for scholastic and professional development of
students as well as the overall success of the chapter.  

For 2003–2004, four professors have been selected
Outstanding Faculty Advisors. They join 178 of their
colleagues who have been recognized by Beta Alpha Psi

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Note 1 — Purpose and summary of 
accounting policies:

Purpose: Beta Alpha Psi (the “Organization”) is organized
and operated for the encouragement and recognition
of scholastic and professional excellence in the fields 
of finance, accounting and information systems. The
Organization’s objectives are accomplished through
the activities of its Chapters. Financial resources to 
promote these activities are provided by the Chapters
and various public and private firms.

Accounting method: The accompanying financial state-
ments are prepared on the accrual basis of accounting.

Use of estimates: The preparation of financial statements
in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted
in the United States of America requires management
to make estimates and assumptions that affect certain
reported amounts and disclosures. Accordingly, actual
results could differ from those estimates.

Cash and cash equivalents: Cash and cash equivalents
include highly liquid debt instruments purchased with
a maturity of three months or less. The Organization
maintains its cash and cash equivalents in bank deposit
accounts which, at times, may exceed Federally insured
limits. At April 30, 2004, the Organization has cash
balances in excess of Federally insured limits in the
amount of approximately $523,000.

Accounts receivable: Credit risk with respect to accounts
receivable is limited because the Organization deals
with a large number of members in a wide geographic
area. The Organization closely monitors the extension
of credit to its members while maintaining allowances
for potential credit losses. On a periodic basis, the
Organization evaluates its accounts receivable and
establishes an allowance for doubtful accounts, based
on a history of past write-offs and collections and 
current credit considerations. Consequently, as of 
April 30, 2004, the Organization has no significant
concentrations of credit risk from accounts receivable.

Furniture and fixtures: Furniture and fixtures are carried
at cost less accumulated depreciation which is provided
using the straight-line method over the estimated 
useful lives of the assets of ten years.

Note 1 — Purpose and summary of
accounting policies (concluded):

Web site development costs: The Organization accounts
for costs incurred in connection with the development
of its web site in accordance with Statement of
Position 98-1, “Accounting for Costs of Computer
Software Developed or Obtained for Internal Use” 
and Emerging Issues Task Force Issue No. 00-2,
“Accounting for Web Site Development Costs.”
Accordingly, all costs incurred in planning the 
development of a web site are expensed as incurred.
Costs, other than general and administrative and 
overhead costs, incurred in the web site application
and infrastructure development stage, which involves
acquiring or developing hardware and software to
operate the Web site, are capitalized. Fees paid to an
Internet service provider for hosting a Web site on 
its server(s) connected to the Internet are expensed
over the estimated period of benefit. Other costs
incurred during the operating stage, such as training,
administration and maintenance costs, are expensed 
as incurred. Costs incurred during the operating stage
for upgrades and enhancements of a Web site are 
capitalized if it is probable that they will result in
added functionality. Capitalized web site development
costs are amortized on a straight-line basis over their
estimated useful life. 

Net assets: The Organization’s financial resources have
been combined into two net asset classes (unrestricted
and temporarily restricted) based upon stipulations
imposed by donors.

Unrestricted net assets include expendable resources
over which the Organization's Board of Directors has
discretionary control and are used to carry out the
Organization’s operations in accordance with its by-laws.

Temporarily restricted net assets include resources
expendable only for those purposes specified by a
donor or grantor. The restrictions are satisfied by 
specific expenditures of the Organization.

Contributed services: The Organization recognizes 
contribution revenue for certain contributed services
received at the fair value of those services. Those 
services include facilities and organizational support
valued at $149,287 and $194,089 for the years ended
April 30, 2004 and 2003, respectively, furnished by the
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American Institute of Certified Public Accountants. In
addition, a significant amount of time, for which no
value has been assigned as it does not meet the 
criteria for recognition, was volunteered by professors
and students to the activities of the Organization.

Contributed property and fixtures: Contributed proper-
ty and fixtures are recorded at fair value at the date of
donation. If donors stipulate the use of the assets, the
contributions are recorded as restricted support. In the
absence of such stipulations, contributions of property
and fixtures are recorded as unrestricted support.

Initiation fees: Initiation fees are recorded as revenue
in the period when the fees are due

Note 2 — Temporarily restricted net
assets:
Temporarily restricted net assets were received and
released from restrictions in fiscal 2004 and 2003 in
fulfillment of the following purposes:

During fiscal 2003, the Organization received
$100,000 from the Andersen Foundation to fund the
Outstanding Faculty Advisor Awards. The Organization
will award $20,000 per year beginning in fiscal 2004
through fiscal 2008 for faculty advisor awards. During
fiscal 2004, three awards were given to faculty 
advisors totaling $15,000. The remaining $5,000 is
expected to be awarded at sometime in the future.

Note 3 — Related party:
General and administrative expenses include charges
from the American Institute of Certified Public
Accountants for payroll and benefits, consistent with
an annual agreement, which amounted to $170,434
and $160,787 for the years ended April 30, 2004 and
2003, respectively. At April 30, 2004 and 2003, the
Organization owed the American Institute of Certified
Public Accountants $82,861 and $96,671, respectively,
which amounts are included in accounts payable.   

Note 4 — Tax status:
The Organization is a not-for-profit agency exempt
from Federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of
the Internal Revenue Code and has been classified as a
charitable organization qualifying for the maximum
charitable contribution deduction by donors.
