Prior to the 
meeting, the NFP agencies provide background information and during 
the meeting are available to answer the participating studentsô 
questions.

Complete Tax Information: 
If your chapterôs revenue is greater than $25K ï you must 
complete and upload the IRS 990 Forms to the Reporting 
Intranet no later than June 1st, 2010. 
If your chapter had gross receipts of less than  $25K ï It is 
required to confirm with the IRS e-Postcard online at: IRS e-
Postcard . The e-Postcard is very simple ï just follow the 
below steps:  
Enter your Tax ID Number (EIN)  
Tax Year ï 2009 
Chapter Name  
Please use the name of the Faculty Advisor for the Principal 
Officer  
Confirm that your receipts are less than $25K  
Enter confirmation number on FA sign-off screen  

Audits are only required for chapterôs that have revenue greater 
than $100K for the past year. ï Due June 1

st
, 2010. Refer to the 

Financial Reporting Guide. 
Faculty Advisor Sign Off - All FAs must sign off by June 1

st
, 2010 

for chapters to be eligible for Award Seeking status.
